ω Nut-free!  All snacks MUST be nut-free. 
 

Will I be able to visit my child in the changeroom during 
intermission? Dressing rooms are hectic, and students will 
be busy preparing for pieces in the second half of the 
show, so we ask that parents do not visit changerooms 
during intermission.   
 

What time will the show finish?  
We anticipate the show will be 3 hours in length.  At the end 
of the Sunday performance, we will have a brief Awards 
ceremony, where we acknowledge students with perfect 
attendance, students who have taken dance exams, and 
students honoured with Outstanding Achievement!
